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Cure Michigan Out Spends MiCAUSE By Over 5 to 1 
 
Lansing—Reports filed with the Michigan Secretary of State today show that the 
proponents of Proposal 2 have spent over $2 million dollars since the formation of their 
committee. The Cure Michigan committee reported receipts of $2.2 million (with nearly 
one half, $1,065,000.00) of their entire budget coming from one individual, the Alfred 
Taubman Trust. 
 
Five donors contributed over $2 million of the total amount raised by Cure Michigan. 
 
MiCAUSE reported spending $362,045.01 and receipts of $594,882. They also reported 
110 total donors with the largest donations coming from the Michigan Catholic 
Conference and Right to Life of Michigan. 
 
“We fully expect to be outspent by the proponents of Proposal 2, “said Dave Doyle, 
spokesman for MiCAUSE.  “One of Michigan’s wealthiest individuals is bankrolling the 
campaign for Proposal 2 and we expect him and the committee to spend millions.” 
 
Doyle added, “The fine print of this constitutional amendment allows completely 
unrestricted and unregulated experimentation on human embryos and human embryonic 
stem cells in Michigan. No other sector of society or industry has this type of blanket 
exemption in our constitution. Proposal 2 goes 2 far.” 
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
